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[57] ABSTRACT

Extractor for removal of a femoral component of a total
or partial hip joint reconstruction, in which an impact
shock is applied directly through hardware to the ex-
tractor which is so shaped that converging jaws secure
the neck of a prosthesis therein and the withdrawal
shock is applied parallel to the stem of the prosthesis.
